Mounting

1. Mount a 3%" tachometer in a 3%" dia. hole and a 5" tachometer in a 4 %" dia. hole in the dashboard. (Be careful not to cut the hole too
large.)

2. Cut a %" dia. hole in the firewall for the tachometer wires. Place a rubber grommet in the hole and route the connector wires through
the grommet to the engine compartment.

3. Connect the tachometer wires as shown in the Wiring Section.

4. Secure the tachometer to the dashboard using the provided bracket and hardware.
