1. Remove existing trailer ball hole cap on center of bumper.

2. Install hitch with 3/4"-10 X 3" Hex Cap Bolt #2 and 3/4" Wide Flatwasher #3 to bumper beam.

3. Insert pull wire through mounting hole and out of tube end.

4. Attach 1/2"-13 x 1-1/2" Carriage Bolt #4 and Reinforcement Spacer #5 to pull wire #7 and route through bumper 
beam and hitch mounting slots.  (2 places)

5. Attach 1/2"-13 Hex Flange Locknut #6.

6. Tighten 3/4"-10 X 3" Hex Cap Bolt #2 to 260 ft. lbs. torque and 1/2"-13 x 1-1/2" Carriage Bolt #4 to 75 ft. lbs. torque.

WARNING: Use only a 5/8" diameter hitch pin with locking device to secure a ball mount in this receiver.
